The photos will be exhibited during Feast Week, so people can vote for their favourites to win. The win-

ners of each age category will receive a professionally framed copy of their photograph. These

photographs, along with a further 10 chosen by the Judges, will be included in a Woodhurst Calendar
that will be sold in aid of the Church.

For the calendar, we would like to see a broad range of photos from across the seasons if possible.

Photos must be landscape orientation, not portrait, to work best for the calendar.
